Consequent to a dispute over the nomination of a teacher from the list of three
teachers recommended for the Award of Teacher Fellowship under FDP of the UGC, the
Vice-Chancellor has ordered to place the matter of framing criteria for the ranking of the
candidates recommended by the Selection Committee, before the Standing Committee of the
Syndicate on Academics and Research.

The UGC vide letter read as (2) above has also directed that the Selection Committee
while recommending the FDP candidates may rank them in the order of merit and strictly in

accordance with UGC guidelines.

The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research vide paper
read as (3) above recommended to formulate the following criteria for ranking the teachers,
recommended for the award of teacher fellowship from a college, subject to the existing UGC
norms of guidelines, including that while preparing the panel, care must be taken to select
teachers from various disciplines, stipulated by the University Grants Commission for the
said Award.
